CHAMPIONSHIP REGULATIONS FOR 2012
GENERAL
Eligibility for these Championships shall be restricted to those members who are seen to ATTEND A REASONABLE NUMBER OF CLUB MEETINGS, at the discretion of the committee.

The Championship will run from 1 January 2012 to 31 December 2012; awards being presented at the Annual Dinner Dance.

Points for the Club Internal Championships will be derived automatically from results.  Points for all other Championships must be claimed on an Official Claim Form (obtainable from the Club Website) within one month of the date of the event and in any case, no later than the Formal Club Night in December, with the exception of the Christmas Stages which must be claimed by the 31 December 2012.  Official results MUST be shown to validate claims for Rally and External Championships.

In the event of a point’s tie at the year-end, the winner of the tie will be the person with the highest point’s score on an individual event.  If a tie still exists, the next highest score will be considered and so on.

Points will be based on the percentage of cars beaten within their own class, no points will be awarded for the overall position.  10 points awarded for starting event.

2.1            
The Club will promote a Championship consisting of a MINIMUM of: -

               
5 Navigational 12 Car Rallies & 2 Autotests / 2 PCT’s / 2 Nav. Scatters
The best four scores in the autotest / PCT combined category together with the best four scores from the 12 car navigational exercise category will count towards the Championship.

               
The Autotest Tour will be a Championship event.

The Championship will consist only of events organised by W & DMC Ltd, or in the case 

               
of W & DMC Ltd organising a Co-Promoted event, the Club Newsletter and the individual 

               
ASR's for the events will indicate whether or not the results will count towards this

The points scoring system will be as follows :-

               
In the case of Autotests, Production Car Trials and Navigational Scatters. 

                    First Overall will receive 30 points, 

               
second place will receive 29 points, third place 28 points, fourth place 27 points etc.

               
First Overall on a 12 Car Rally will receive 30 points each for driver and navigator, second

               
place 28 points each, third place 26 points each etc.

               
Persons starting but not completing any event will receive 1 point.

2.4            
Members from other Motor Clubs will be allowed to compete on events but will not be eligible for Championship points.  For the purposes of the Championship, members of other Motor Clubs will  remain in the results and W & DMC Ltd members will be scored accordingly.

2.5            
Ties on 12 Car Rallies will be resolved in favour of the car with the smallest engine capacity.

2.6            
Ties on Autotests and PCT's will be resolved on the relative position initially after the first test, if this does not resolve the tie, the second test will be used and so on.  Only after all tests have been used will the tie be resolved in the favour of the smaller engine capacity. Ties on Nav. Scatters will be based on shortest distance travelled.

For the purpose of the Championship, a novice is deemed as someone who has not finished in the 
top 10 of the Club Internal Championship in the preceding three years.

For the purpose of individual events, an expert navigator is deemed as someone who has finished third or higher on a 12 Car Rally on three or more occasions during a three year period.  The navigator will revert to novice status if they fail to finish in the top three over a three year period.  The navigator can choose to to go to an interim semi-expert status rather than expert to gain experience, no class awards are available while at this status.  An expert driver is deemed as someone who has finished First Overall or First in Class on an Autotest or a PCT on three or more occasions.  The driver will revert to novice status if they fail to finish First Overall or First in Class over a three year period.

There must be at least three finishers in class to gain expert status.

When a driver or navigator qualifies for expert status, this will occur at the start of the following season. 

Junior members will remain at novice status until such time that they become full members.

If the navigator of a 12 car crew is deemed to be an expert, the crew will be classed as experts and will not be eligible for the novice award.

First Lady is subject to three entries.  This award is not open to anyone winning an expert or novice 


award.

2.7.2
For Autotests, the maximum penalty will be fastest in class plus 20 seconds.

MARSHALS CHAMPIONSHIP

There will be two separate Championships, one for marshaling on Whitby & DMC Ltd organised or 
co-promoted events - the Internal Championship, and one for marshaling on events organised by 
Clubs other than Whitby & DMC Ltd - the External Championship.
