Supplementary Regulations for 12 Car Navigational Exercises

1. Whitby & District Motor Club Ltd will organise a Clubsport Permit 12 Car Navigational Exercise

on …Monday 22nd Sept.…starting at……Champion Garage, Castleton….at 8.00pm

2. The meeting will be held under the General Regulations of the MSA (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA) and these Supplementary Regulations.

3. MSA Permit No…………TBA………………………has been issued.

4. The event is open to all fully elected and paid up members of the organising club.

5. All competitors must produce a current Club Membership Card.

6. Scrutineering and Signing-on will be at the start venue and will commence 60 minutes before the start time.

7. Any competitor not signed-on 10 minutes before their start time may have their place taken by a reserve.

8. Cars will start at one-minute intervals in the order decided by the organizers.

9. The route will be approximately 50 miles on O/S map/s…94……Rev….. using coloured roads only unless stated in the route instructions.

10. The event will consist of two classes :-

A. Experts

B. Novices

11. All vehicles must comply with the MSA Technical Regulations where appropriate and must be taxed and insured for the event.

12. Whitby & District Motor Club Ltd have applied to Alexander Forbes for a blanket cover note under the Motor Sports Club Scheme.  This will provide competitors who need to use the scheme with the Third Party cover necessary to meet RTA requirements.  Applicants for the scheme must be able to comply with the following items :-

A. Over 17 and held a full license for at least 6 months

B. Not more than 1 fault accident in the last 3 years

C. No more than a maximum of 6 speeding points on license
D. No physical or mental disabilities

E. No other material facts

Any person unable to comply will be required to complete a Declaration Form prior to the event to allow sufficient time for a Letter of Acceptance to be issued.

13. Cars will be identified by vehicle registration number.

14. There will be an award for the first crew overall.  In the event of a tie, the winner will be the crew with the smallest engine capacity.  If this does not resolve the tie, the furthest clean will be the winner.  There will also be an award for the first novice (or expert if a novice is first overall)

15. The maximum entry for the meeting will be 12; the minimum will be 6.  The maximum for each class will be 12; the minimum will be 3.  These numbers will be subject to the organisers discretion.

16. The entry list opens on……….and closes on…………at 8.00pm.  The entry fee is £7.50.  All entries must be made on the Official Entry Form and accompanied by the entry fee.

19. Provisional results will be published as soon as possible following the event.

20. Any protests must be lodges in accordance with Section O, 5.1 of the MSA Yearbook.

21. If you are unable to complete the route and retire, you must inform the organisers at the finish or inform them via a marshal or fellow competitor.

22. Any car with more than two auxiliary lights fitted ( max 6” dia), or displaying white door squares or advertising will not be allowed to start the event.

23. A list of black spots and final instructions (if any) will be issued at signing-on.

24. Code boards (letters or numbers) will be used.  These must be correctly recorded and in the correct sequence.

25. BBC timing will be used.  All controls will be “timed on sight” as the car passes the control board.

26. Maximum lateness will be 40 minutes.  When time is lost, it can not be recovered, the lateness will become your new scheduled time.
