1 The Hartlepool & District Motor Club will organise a Clubsport Autotest on the 1st October 2006 at the town centre car park (MR 93/506324), Hartlepool.

2 The meeting will be governed by the general regulations of the Motor Sports Association, (incorporating the provisions of the international Sporting Code of the FIA), these supplementary regulations and any written instructions that the organising club may issue for the event.

3 MAS Permit  No. 


has been issued for the event.
4 The event is open to members of Hartlepool,  Stockton, Whickham, Whitby & DMC’s and Durham AC.

5 All competitors must produce a valid club membership card / competition licence as appropriate for the event entered.

6 The progamne of the meeting will be :-

10:00   Scrutineering starts

10:50   Final signing on time (anyone not signed on, on time will be excluded).

11:00   First test starts

The test in progress at 16:00 will be the final test.
7 The event will consist of the following classes:-

a) Sports Cars, Mini’s & Specials
b) FWD Saloons

c) RWD Saloons

8 The event is a round of the Hartlepool & DMC  autotest / clubmans                  championships

9 All vehicles must comply with the RAC, MSA technical regulations. Note:- F/11/5 Cars must be fitted with silencers. ( VERY IMPORTANT )

11 The entry list opens on the publication of these regulations and closes finally on the 27th September 2006. The entry fee is £12:50 per competitor. All entries must be submitted on an official entry form and be accompanied by the fee. ENTRIES RECEIVED BEFORE THE 24th September WILL QUALIFY FOR A REDUCTION OF £2:50.

13 Minimum entry for the event is 5 and the maximum 45, Class minimum 3 and the Maximum 15. Should any of the above figures not be met the organisers have the right to amalgamate classes. Entries will be selected in order of receipt. Entry fees may be refunded up until the day of the event subject to notifying the secretary of the meeting.

15 Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after each test and at the end of the event. Any protests must be lodged in accordance with O.5.

16 Details of the tests will not be with the final instructions. Each driver will have two or more runs at each test to count for results. Timing will be by hand held watches. The starting signal will be on the time keeper’s instructions. Practicing will not be allowed.

17 Competitors will be identified by numbers supplied by the organisers. Sponsors advertising must be prominently displayed.

- Penalties are 5 seconds per fault for bollards, lines and    kerbs.
